Dear Anglers,

Thank you to those who joined us for an amazing 2010 season in Rivers Inlet! As soon as we opened our doors, the Chinook (or King) fishery was up and running, and it continued to break records throughout the season. In fact, the majority of our trips saw a long-time guest catch a personal best.  Our guest Ian Davies can certainly identify. He chose to release the very first salmon he had ever caught, which incidentally turned out to be our largest Chinook of the season, 78.5lbs! It’s going to be tough to beat that personal best.

All in all we had 250 Tyees (30lb+ Chinook) on the board this year. Of those, 40 fish were in the 50lb range, 20 in the 60lb range and 2 in the 70lb range. Participants in our ongoing catch and release program sent 30 of these fish back up the river to spawn. Those who came to Rivers Inlet, and all up the British Columbia coast, were lucky to experience such an amazing fishery.

2010 had an early Coho (or Silver) run, beginning in July with Coho in the 10-14lb range and continuing until the end of August with the size increasing as the season progressed. While the Coho fishing was good, Our anglers put the majority of their efforts towards Chinook. Those who did fish Coho found that they were out there but they seemed to pass by with the tides, making the fishery a bit more challenging.

Halibut were also around in big numbers, but again, the excellent Chinook fishery kept our anglers busy trolling around at the Head. Those who went out for Halibut had great success, and the biggest halibut on the dock was a whopping 107lbs!

While it’s still early to make predictions for next year, the banner season we experienced in  2010 shows that ocean survival has improved. As many of you may have read in the news, they are calling the Sockeye run on the Southern British Columbia coast the biggest in almost 100 years. Combined with the results we saw this season, this is a very positive indication of future stocks. Can’t wait to see you all next year!
